SAFETY EQUIPMENT ON THE WATER

Each crew has a collective responsibility to ensure their boat is seaworthy, carries
a sturdy tow rope and has a minimum of at least one large bailer, first aid kit,
survival blankets, throw bag, plus suitable personal protective equipment for
expected conditions which must also include a life jacket for each crew member.
A working VHF radio and a whistle is mandatory, it is advised each boat carries a
fully charged mobile phone within a waterproof pouch, number, and name to be
given during registration. Spot checks may be undertaken prior to launch.

. CATERING

10.30am.
